Social Entrepreneurship Program at University of Cape Town
Study Abroad Application

Connect-123’s semester-long Social Entrepreneurship Program at the University of Cape Town provides a hands-on, one-of-a-kind experience in the challenges of entrepreneurship as well as the special opportunities present in emerging markets.

The Program is offered to both UCT students and international students and includes a substantial fieldwork component – where students work side-by-side with local social entrepreneurs – blending experiential and classroom-based learning.

Courses are taught by UCT faculty and students receive a transcript from UCT, which is one of Africa’s leading teaching and research institutions. The University recommends 16 transfer credits for the semester-long experience. International students are required to take the core course, Building Emerging Enterprises, plus two electives from the UCT course handbook.

While open to students from all disciplines, the topics covered in these programs would ideally suit those majoring in business, economics, international relations / political science, and communications.
   
International students enroll in either the Fall or Spring semester.

Building Emerging Enterprises (Core Course)
Building Emerging Enterprises looks at how entrepreneurship can work in emerging market economies to generate development as well as profit. The course combines instruction in the classroom with consulting assignments, allowing students to learn from and add value to the work of local social entrepreneurs. Building Emerging Enterprises is composed of two modules:

The first module introduces the Building Emerging Enterprises Consulting model which forms the foundation of the course. 
The second module begins two weeks into the semester, where students work side-by-side with local social entrepreneurs to help their businesses in areas including strategic marketing, sales, supply chain, and other areas of management.
Selection Criteria 
Connect-123’s Social Entrepreneurship program at UCT requires students to innovate, create, and push their personal boundaries in an unfamiliar environment. We carefully select applicants from diverse backgrounds with energy, drive, and a healthy sense of adventure. We look for exceptional volunteer or work experience and references, strong academic records and excellent communication skills.
Preference will be given to applicants with a course in Economics and with a minimum 3.0 GPA.

If you choose to submit via email, in the subject line, indicate “[Your First Name, Your Last Name] Study Abroad Application” and attach the required documents in the list, either directly or by scanning them.

Please ask your referees to email their reference letters directly to us at study@connect-123.com, indicating “[Your First Name, Your Last Name] Reference Letter” in the subject line.  Ideally, one reference should be from a professor you know well in your major of study and the other from your supervisor at a volunteer or work experience.  If this is not possible, then both letters could be from professors.  Referees should comment on both your skills and your personal qualities.

Within two weeks of receiving your complete application, we will notify you via email if your application has proceeded to the interview round.  Within two weeks of the interview, we will let you know if you have been accepted or waitlisted.
